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Convention on the prohibition of the development, production, stockpiling and
use of weapons of the radiating type and their destruction

Preamble

States Parties to this Convention,

Determined to act with a view to achieving effective progress towards general
and complete disarmament under strict and effective international control,
including the prohibition and elimination of all weapons of mass destruction,

Desiring to contribute to the realization of the purposes and principles of the
Charter of the United Nations,

Recalling that the General Assembly of the United Nations repeatedly condemned
all actions contrary to the principles and objectives of the Protocol for the
Prohibition of the Use in War of Dangerous Means of Mass Destruction of People,

Determined, in the interest of all mankind, to completely exclude the possibility of
using emitting weapons by implementing the provisions of this Convention,
thereby complementing the obligations assumed under the 1925 Geneva
Protocol, recognizing the prohibition of the use of weapons of mass destruction
in relevant agreements and principles of international law war,

Considering that advances in physics should be used exclusively for the benefit
of mankind,

Desiring to encourage the free trade of radiating devices for domestic and
industrial purposes, as well as international cooperation and the exchange of
scientific and technical information in the field of physical activity for purposes
not prohibited under this Convention, in order to accelerate the economic and
technological development of all States Parties,

Convinced that the complete and effective prohibition of the development,
production, acquisition, stockpiling, preservation, transfer and use of weapons of
the radiating type and their destruction constitutes a necessary step towards the
achievement of these common goals, agreed on the following:

Article |



General obligations

1. Each State Party to this Convention never undertakes, under any
circumstances:

a) not to develop, not to produce, not to acquire in any other way, not to
accumulate or not to keep weapons of radiating type or not to transfer directly or
indirectly weapons of radiating type to anyone;

b) do not use emitting weapons

c) not to make any military preparations for the use of radiating-type weapons;

d) not to help, encourage or induce in any way anyone to conduct any activity
prohibited by a State party under this Convention.

2. Each State Party undertakes to destroy weapons of the radiating type which is
in its ownership or possession or which is located in any place under its
jurisdiction or control, in accordance with the provisions of this Convention.

3. Each State Party undertakes to destroy all radiating-type weapons left by them
in the territory of another State Party, in accordance with the provisions of this
Convention.

4. Each State Party undertakes to destroy any emitting-type weapons production
facilities that are in its ownership or possession or located in any place under its
jurisdiction or control, in accordance with the provisions of this Convention.

5. Each State Party undertakes not to use different types of radiation as a means
of combating unrest as a means of warfare.

Article 1l
Definitions and criteria
For the purposes of this Convention:

1."A weapon of the radiating type is a weapon of mass destruction” (WMD),
which means, collectively or separately, the following:

a) Radiating-type weapons, devices and objects, designed for mass destruction
of a living or other target by electromagnetic, infrasonic, ultrasonic or other type
of radiation, the output parameters of which exceed the values established by
international safety standards;

7. “Emitting device for combating unrest” means: any non-prohibited emitting
device not exceeding the maximum allowable level of radiation that can quickly
cause sensory organs or physical disorders in the human body that disappear
within a short period of time after exposure ceases.



8. “An emitting-type weapon production facility means any equipment, as well
as any building containing such equipment that was designed, built or used at
any time from January 1, 1970:

i) as part of the production stage of a radiating type weapon (“last technological
stage”), in which the material flows would contain during the operation of the
equipment:

1) any component included in aradiating type weapon making system

2) any other component that does not find application in the territory of the state
party or in any other place under the jurisdiction or control of the state party for
purposes not prohibited under this Convention, but which can be used for the
creation, production of radiating weapons

9. “Objectives not prohibited under this Convention” means:

a) industrial, agricultural, medical, pharmaceutical or other peaceful purposes;
b) protective targets, namely targets directly related to protection from
electromagnetic, acoustic or other radiation;

c) military purposes not connected with the use of radiating-type weapons and
not dependent on the use of electromagnetic, acoustic or other radiation, as a
means of warfare;

d) Law enforcement objectives, including riot control in the country.

10. “Production Capacity” means:
annual quantitative potential for the production of a specific type of radiation
based on the technological process actually used or, in the case of a process not
yet used, planned for use at the relevant facility. It is considered to be equal to
the rated power or, in the absence of the rated power, to the design capacity.
Nominal capacity is an output under conditions optimally calculated for the
maximum production volume as applied to a production facility according to one
or several trial runs. Design capacity is the corresponding output according to
theoretical calculations.

11. “Organization” means the Organization for the Prohibition of Weapons of
the Radiant Type, established in accordance with Article VIII of this Convention.

12. For the purposes of Article VI:

a) “Production” of a radiating weapon means the technological process of
creating weapons for the mass destruction of biological organisms or technical
systems by electromagnetic, acoustic or other. types of radiation;

b) “Development” of conducting research and development work on the creation
of weapons for the mass destruction of biological organisms or technical
systems by electromagnetic, acoustic or other. types of radiation;

c) “Repair” restoration of the lost properties of technical products or weapons for
the mass destruction of biological organisms or technical systems by
electromagnetic, acoustic or other. types of radiation.

Article 1l

ads

1. Each State Party shall, no later than 30 days after this Convention enters into
force for it, submit to the Organization the following announcements in which it:

a) in relation to radiating weapons

(i) Declares whether it owns or possesses any weapon of the radiating type or
whether there is any weapon of the radiating type located in any place under its
jurisdiction or control;



ii) indicates the exact location, aggregate number and detailed inventory of
weapons of the radiating type owned or owned or located anywhere under its
jurisdiction or control, in accordance with clauses 1-3 of part IV a) of the
Verification Annex, except for the radiating of type weapon specified in
subparagraph iii);

iii) notifies of any radiating type weapon on its territory that is owned and
possessed by another state and located in any place under the jurisdiction or
control another state, in accordance with clause 4 of part IV (a) of the Verification
Annex;

iv) announce, transfer or receive, directly or indirectly, any weapon radiating on
January 1, 1970, and indicate the transfer or receipt of such weapon, in
accordance with clause 5 of Part IV (a) of the Verification Annex;

(v) Present its general plan for the destruction of weapons of the radiating type
that is in its ownership or possession or located in any place under its
jurisdiction or control, in accordance with clause 6 of Part IV (a) of the
Verification Annex;

b) with respect to old radiating-type weapons and abandoned radiating- type
weapons) declares whether it has old radiating-type weapons in its territory and
presents all available information in accordance with clause 3 of part IV B) of the
Verification Annex;

(i) declare whether there is an abandoned of radiating type weapon in its
territory and submit all available information in accordance with clause 8 of part
IV B) of the Verification Annex;

(iif) announces whether it left weapons of a radiant type on the territory of other
states, and submits all the available information in accordance with clause 10 of
Part IV B) of the Verification Annex;

(c) With regard to facilities for the production of radiating -type weapons,
declares whether it has or has any production facility for radiating -type weapons
owned or owned or located or located anywhere under its jurisdiction or control
at any time from 1 January 1970;

(i) Indicates any radiating type weapon production facility that is either owned or
owned or located or located anywhere under its jurisdiction or control at any time
from January 1, 1970, in accordance with paragraph 1 of Part V of the Annex
verification, except for those objects that are listed in subparagraph iii);

lif) reports on any radiating -type weapon production facility on its territory that is
or was owned and owned by another state and which is located or located in any
place under the jurisdiction or control of another state at any time from 1 January
1946, in accordance with with clause 2 of Part V of the Verification Annex;

iv) announce, transfer or receive, directly or indirectly, any equipment for
manufacturing weapons radiating type 1 January 1970, and specifies the transfer
or receipt of such equipment in accordance with clauses 3-5 of Part V of the
Verification Annex;

V) presents its general plan for the destruction of any facility for the production of
weapons of the radiating type that is in its ownership or possession or which is



located anywhere under its jurisdiction or control, in accordance with clause 6 of
Part V of the Verification Annex;

(vi) Indicates measures to be taken to close any radiating type weapon
production facility that is in its ownership or possession or which is located in
any place under its jurisdiction or control, in accordance with paragraph 1 (i) of
Part V of the Verification Annex ;

vii) submits its general plan for any temporary conversion of any facility for the
production of a radiating type weapon that is in its ownership or possession or
which is located anywhere under its jurisdiction or control, into an object for the
destruction of a radiating type weapon, in accordance with paragraph 7 of V
verification applications;

d) in relation to other facilities: indicates the exact location, nature and general
scope of activity of any facility or institution owned or owned or located in any
place under its jurisdiction or control and designed, built or used from January 1,
1970, primarily for development of weapons of radiating type B such an
announcement includes, among other things, laboratories and test sites.

(e) With regard to radiating means for dealing with unrest: it indicates the name,
technical characteristics and the registration number, if any, of each product that
it possesses for the purpose of combating unrest. This announcement is updated
no later than 30 days after any change takes effect.

2. The provisions of this article and the relevant provisions of Part IV of the
Verification Annex, at the discretion of the State Party, shall not apply to
radiating-type weapons incapacitated and having lost combat destructive
properties.

Article IV: Radiant Type Weapons

1.The provisions of this article and the detailed procedures for its
implementation apply to all emitting-type weapons owned or owned by a State
Party or located in any place under its jurisdiction or control

2. Detailed procedures for the implementation of this article d. are set out in the
Verification Annex.

3. All places where emitting-type weapons are stored or destroyed as specified
in clause 1a) are subject to systematic verification through on-site inspection and
observation using on-site instruments, in accordance with part IV (a) of the
Verification Annex.

4. Each State Party shall immediately, upon submission of the announcement in
accordance with paragraph 1 of Article lll, provide access to radiating-type
weapons specified in paragraph 1, in order to systematically verify the
announcement through on-site inspection. After that, each State Party shall
remove a weapon of aradiating type only to a facility for the destruction of a
weapon of aradiating type. State Party provides access to such emitting
weapons, for the purpose of systematic on-site testing.

5. Each State Party shall provide access to any facilities for the destruction of
radiating-type weapons and their storage areas that are in its ownership or
possession or located in any place under its jurisdiction or control, for the
purpose of systematic verification through on-site inspection and observation
using instruments installed on site.



6. Each State Party shall destroy all radiating-type weapons referred to in
paragraph 1, in accordance with the Verification Annex and in accordance with
the agreed rate and sequence of destruction (hereinafter referred to as the “order
of destruction”). Such destruction shall begin no later than two years after this
Convention enters into force for it, and ends no later than 10 years after the entry
into force of this Convention. The State party is not prohibited from destroying
such emitting weapons at a faster rate.

7. Each participating State:

a) shall submit detailed plans for the destruction of weapons of the radiating type
specified in clause 1, not later than 60 days before the beginning of each annual
destruction period in accordance with clause 29 of Part IV a) of the Verification
Annex; detailed plans cover all stocks to be destroyed during the subsequent
annual destruction period;

(b) Annually submit declarations on the implementation of its plans for the
destruction of weapons of the radiating type specified in clause 1, no later than
60 days after the end of each annual period of destruction; and

(c) certify, no later than 30 days after the completion of the destruction process,
that all weapons of the radiating type specified in paragraph 1 have been
destroyed.

8. If a State ratifies this Convention or accedes to it after the ten-year period of
destruction referred to in paragraph 6, then it shall destroy the radiating type
weapon referred to in paragraph 1 as soon as possible. The order of destruction
and strict verification procedures for such a State Party shall be determined by
the Executive Council.

9. Any weapon of a radiating type discovered by a State Party after the initial
declaration of a weapon of a radiating type is blocked and destroyed in
accordance with part IV (a) of the Verification Annex. 10. Each State Party, in the
course of transporting, storing, and destroying radiating-type weapons, shall
devote paramount attention to ensuring the safety of people and protecting the
environment. Each State Party shall transport, store and destroy emitting-type
weapons In accordance with its national safety standards.

11. Any State Party in whose territory there is a radiating type weapon owned or
possessed by another state or located in any place under the jurisdiction or
control of another state makes every effort to ensure the removal of these
radiating type weapons from its territory no later than one year after the entry into
force of this Convention for it. If it is not removed within one year, the State Party
may request the Organization and other States Parties to provide assistance in
the destruction of these radiating weapons.

12. Each State Party undertakes to cooperate with other States Parties that, on a
bilateral basis or through the Technical Secretariat, request information or
assistance regarding methods and technologies for the safe and effective
destruction of radiating-type weapons.

13. In carrying out verification activities under this article and part IV (a) of the
Verification Annex, the Organization shall consider measures to prevent
unnecessary duplication of bilateral or multilateral agreements between the
States Parties on verification of the storage of weapons of radiant type and its
destruction. To this end, the Executive Board decides to limit verification to
measures that complement measures taken under such a bilateral or multilateral
agreement if it considers that:

a) the verification provisions contained in such an agreement are compatible with
the verification provisions contained in this article and part IV a) of the
Verification Annex;



b) the implementation of such an agreement gives sufficient assurance that the
relevant provisions of this Convention are respected; and

c) a party to a bilateral or multilateral agreement informs the Organization fully of
its verification activities.

14. If the Executive Council decides in accordance with clause 13, the
Organization shall have the right to monitor the implementation of a bilateral or
multilateral agreement.

15. Nothing in paragraphs 13 and 14 shall affect the State party’s obligation to
submit declarations in accordance with article lll, this article and part IV (a) of the
Verification Annex.

16. Each State Party shall cover the costs of the destruction of radiating-type
weapons, which it is obliged to destroy. It also covers the cost of verifying the
storage and destruction of these radiating weapons, unless otherwise decided by
the Executive Board. If the Executive Council decides to limit the measures taken
by the Organization in accordance with clause 13, the costs of additional
verification and control by the Organization are covered in accordance with the
scale of assessments of the United Nations, as indicated in paragraph 7 of article
VIILI.

Article V
Objects for the production of weapons of radiant type.

1. The provisions of this article and the detailed procedures for its
implementation shall apply to any and all radiating -type weapons production
facilities owned or owned by a State Party or located anywhere under its
jurisdiction or control.

2. Detailed procedures for implementing this article are set out in the
Verification Annex.

3. All radiating -type weapons production facilities specified in clause 1 shall
be subject to systematic verification through on-site inspection and observation
using on-site instruments, in accordance with Part V of the Verification Annex.

4. Each State Party shall immediately cease at the facilities for the production of
radiating -type weapons referred to in paragraph 1, all activities, with the
exception of the activities required for their closure.

5. No State Party shall construct any new facilities for the production of radiant
weapons and shall not modify any existing facilities for the purpose of producing
radiating weapons or for any other activity prohibited by this Convention.

6. Each State Party shall immediately, upon submission of a declaration in
accordance with paragraph 1 (c) of Article Ill, provide access to radiating -type
weapons production facilities specified in paragraph 1 in order to systematically
verify the announcement through on-site inspection.

7. Each participating State:

a) not later than 90 days after the entry into force of this Convention for it, closes
all facilities for the production of radiating -type weapons specified in clause 1, in
accordance with Part V of the Verification Annex and submits a corresponding
notification; and

b) provides access to radiating -type weapons production facilities specified in
clause 1, after they are closed, for the purpose of systematic inspection through
on-site inspection and observation using on-site instruments to ensure that the
facility remains closed and will be subsequently destroyed.

8. Each State Party shall destroy all radiating -type weapons production
facilities referred to in paragraph 1 and the relevant facilities and equipment in
accordance with the Verification Annex and in accordance with the agreed rate
and sequence of destruction (hereinafter referred to as “the order of



destruction”). Such destruction shall begin no later than one year after this
Convention enters into force for it, and ends no later than 10 years after the entry
into force of this Convention. The State party is not prohibited from destroying
such facilities at a faster pace.

9. Each participating State:

a) submit detailed plans for the destruction of weapons production facilities of
the radiating type specified in clause 1, not later than 180 days before the
destruction of each object begins;

(b) Annually submit announcements on the implementation of its plans for the
destruction of all emitting-type weapons production facilities specified in clause
1, no later than 90 days after the end of each annual destruction period; and

(c) certify, no later than 30 days after the completion of the destruction process,
that all facilities for the production of radiating type weapons referred to in
paragraph 1 have been destroyed.

10. If a State ratifies this Convention or accedes to it after the ten-year period of
destruction referred to in paragraph 8, then it shall destroy the radiating -type
weapons production facilities specified in paragraph 1 as soon as possible. The
order of destruction and strict verification procedures for such a State Party shall
be determined by the Executive Council.

11. Each State Party, during the destruction of radiating -type weapons
production facilities, attaches the utmost importance to ensuring the safety of
people and protecting the environment. Each State Party shall destroy radiating -
type weapons production facilities in accordance with its national security
standards.

12. Facilities for the production of radiating weapons specified in clause 1 may
be temporarily re-equipped to destroy radiating weapons in accordance with
clauses 18-25 of Part V of the Verification Annex. Such a converted facility should
be destroyed as soon as it is no longer used for the destruction of emitting
weapons, but, in any case, no later than 10 years after the entry into force of this
Convention.

13. In exceptional cases of extreme necessity, a State Party may request
permission to use an radiating -type weapons manufacturing facility specified in
paragraph 1 for purposes not prohibited under this Convention. On the
recommendation of the Executive Council, the Conference of the States Parties
shall decide whether to accept or reject the request and establish the conditions
under which such approval is given, in accordance with Section D of Part V of the
Verification Annex.

14. A facility for the production of radiant weapons is converted in such a way
that for a converted facility, the possibility of re-equipment into a facility for the
production of radiant weapons is no more than for any other facility used in
industrial, agricultural, research, medical, pharmaceutical or other peaceful
purposes.

15. All converted facilities shall be subject to systematic verification through
on-site inspection and observation using on-site instruments, in accordance with
Section D of Part V of the Verification Annex.

16. In carrying out verification activities under this Article and Part V of the
Verification Annex, the Organization shall consider measures to prevent
unnecessary duplication of bilateral or multilateral agreements between States
Parties on the inspection of weapon production facilities with standard type, the
Executive Council decides to limit verification to measures complementary to
measures accepted under such bilateral or multilateral agreement, if it deems
that:



a) the verification provisions contained in such an agreement are compatible with
the verification provisions contained in this article and part V of the Verification
Annex;

b) the implementation of such an agreement gives sufficient assurance that the
relevant provisions of this Convention are respected; and

c) a party to a bilateral or multilateral agreement informs the Organization fully of
its verification activities.

17. If the Executive Council decides in accordance with clause 16, the
Organization has the right to monitor the implementation of a bilateral or
multilateral agreement.

18. Nothing in paragraphs 16 and 17 shall affect the State party’s obligation to
submit declarations in accordance with article lll, this article and part V of the
Verification Annex.

19. Each State Party shall cover the costs of the destruction of radiating -type
weapons production facilities, which it is obliged to destroy. It also covers the
cost of verification in accordance with this Article, unless the Executive Board
decides otherwise. If the Executive Council decides to limit the measures taken
by the Organization in accordance with clause 16, the costs of additional
verification and control by the Organization are covered in accordance with the
scale of assessments of the United Nations, as indicated in paragraph 7 of article
VIII.
