Resolution of the Round Table on

"Psychotronic Terrorism"

On December 9, 2017, the Moscow Committee for the Ecology of Dwelling



held an international roundtable on "Psychotronic Terrorism', attended by
representatives of Russia, Belarus, Ukraine, Kazakhstan and Italy.

At the roundtable on various aspects of psychotronic terrorism, residents of
Moscow, St. Petersburg, Yekaterinburg, Krasnoyarsk and other cities of
Russia spoke.

The resolution contains the main provisions of these speeches. The speakers
emphasized the following:

In the country, psychotronic terrorism flourishes in the form of secret terror
of civilians using remote emitting (psychotronic, non-lethal) weapons. These
weapons are prohibited from circulation and distribution by the Federal Law
"On Arms" No. 150-FZ,

Psychotronic terror of the population is carried out under the signature of
top secret, This provokes the permissiveness and uncontrolled actions of psi
operators. They turned biomedical experiments and accompanying programs
to suppress experimental subjects into sophisticated sadistic torture.

Concerning victims of psychotronic terror: the adult population, children,
pregnant women, people of old age all existing legal documents of the Russian
Federation are violated. The Constitution of the Russian Federation is
violated, which guarantees the right to life, health protection and a favorable
environment (Articles 20, 40, 41, 42). Violated Article 21 the right, without
voluntary consent, not to be subjected to 'medical, scientific or other
experiments'. The Federal Law "On the Fundamentals of Health Care of
Citizens in the Russian Federation'" No. 323 is violated. It declares: "Every
citizen has the right to health protection. This right is ensured by the
protection of the environment, the creation of safe working conditions and
favorable working, living conditions, recreation, education and training of
citizens ... "and a number of other laws.

Radiating (non-lethal) weapons are a collection of various types of
radiation, biochemical means and instrumentation-computer technology. The
types of radiating (non-lethal) weapons that negatively affect the physiology,
consciousness and genetics of a person are called psychotronic weapons.

Emitting (psychotronic) weapons are universal. It surpasses all other
weapons combined.

Emitting (psychotronic) weapons can affect one person, a group of people,
entire nations and countries (weapons of mass destruction);

Radiating weapons can act on the object remotely: at a distance from
fractions of a meter (hand-held devices) to thousands of kilometers (over-the-
horizon psychotronic stations). It acts secretly: invisibly and silently;

It can penetrate everywhere: most types of radiation are capable of
overcoming all obstacles;

Terrorists, using a radiating weapon, commit crimes by the hands of
zombified citizens. The terrorist manipulators themselves remain unpunished.

By using emitting weapons, people can be controlled, war can be
unleashed, fabulously enriched, business and property taken away from
zombified people, explosions, fires, accidents, catastrophes, terrorist acts, etc.



Psychotronic (radiating) weapons allow human to introduce anthropogenic
infarction, stroke, pulmonary edema, etc. At the same time, killing looks like a
natural death. And for the successful management of a person's
consciousness, stresses, insomnia, energy, pain, convulsions, technogenic rape,
anthropogenic diseases, etc., are created by the experimental person.

Crimes of a psychotronic nature fall under the following articles of the
criminal code of the Russian Federation: 105, 110, 111, 112, 115, 116, 117, 119,
125, 127.2, 128, 129, 130, 220-226 and others.

According to the International Legislation: '"Psychotronic weapons' falls
under the definition of "weapons of mass destruction". The application to
civilians of weapons of mass destruction is a genocide, a war crime against
humanity.

The Moscow Committee for Housing Ecology conducts measurements of
ionizing and non-ionizing radiation in the apartments of citizens complaining
of exposure. Emission values in these apartments exceed the required
standards (N 3-FZ., NRB-99/2009, SanPiN 2.1.2.2645-10). The measured
radiation has a detrimental effect on humans and is a radiating weapon (Art.
6 of the Law on Arms No. 150-FZ).

Appeals with a demand to initiate criminal cases in connection with the
application of psychotronic (emitting '"non-lethal'') weapons to the police and
courts to people do not give positive results.

In connection with the foregoing,

We require:

1. In order to prevent the growth of psychotronic terrorism, to strengthen
control over the implementation of the Constitution of the Russian Federation
and the laws of the Russian Federation.

2. The application of radiating weapons to civilians violates Article 6 FZ-150
of the Law "On Arms'"'. Article 6 FZ-150 prohibits the circulation of radiating
weapons in the territory of the Russian Federation. When qualifying the
crime, take into account the principle of the inevitability of punishment for

all types of violence and murders using these weapons, open criminal cases
and execute proceedings under the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation.
3. To oblige the Russian Ministry of Internal Affairs and other competent
bodies to conduct expert examinations in the investigation of crimes involving
the use of emitting (psychotronic) weapons.

4. Legal standards for the crimes of '"Psychotronic Terrorism'" are not
developed. It is necessary for the State Duma Security Committee to develop a
law on information and psychological security of citizens.

5. In Russia and other countries, terrorist acts have become frequent in which
civilians are Kkilled. To create terrorists, a remote psi- zombifying emitting
weapon is used. The permanent members of the UN Security Council (Britain,
France, the United States, Russia, China) need to raise the issue of drafting a
law on the prohibition of psychotronic (non-lethal, radiating) weapons in the
world as weapons of mass destruction. We propose to the Russian Federation



repeatedly (see the Resolution of the round table on December 25, 2016) to
come out with this initiative to the international level.
